 GPA: A cumulative grade point average of 2.5 or higher 
Involvement: Participation in a club, athletics, leadership, job, campus beautification,
religious group or other activities that support school, family or community.
Educational Plans: Intention and confirmation applicant plans to attend a college,
university, community college, vocational, or trade school as a full-time student in the Fall
following graduation. 

● Scholarship funding to be used to support education expenses.
